The population of Greater Darwin has increased from 105,993 in 2006 to 120,585 in 2011, an increase of 14,592 people. 


Philippines is now the third most reported country of birth in Greater Darwin, accounting for 2.4 per cent of the population.


Tagalog is now the third most common language spoken at home other than English.


Median household weekly rent has increased from $200 in 2006 to $360 in 2011, an increase of $160 per week.


Median household monthly mortgage repayments have increased from $1,389 in 2006 to $2,167 in 2011, an increase of $778.
