The population of the Australian Capital Territory has increased from 324,035 in 2006 to 357,220 in 2011, an increase of 33,185 people. 


China is now the third most reported country of birth in the Australian Capital Territory, accounting for 1.8 per cent of the Territory’s population. 


Vietnamese is now the third most common language spoken at home other than English. Mandarin is still the second most common language spoken at home other than English.


Median household weekly rent has increased from $260 in 2006 to $380 in 2011, an increase of $120 per week.
