Key points


Western Australia is the state or territory that shows the biggest increase in median household weekly rent, increasing to $300 in 2011 from $170 in 2006, an increase of 76.5 per cent.


Darwin is the capital city that shows the biggest increase in median household weekly rent price, increasing to $360 in 2011 from $200 in 2006, an increase of 80 per cent.


Northern Territory is the state or territory that shows the biggest increase in median household monthly mortgage repayments, increasing to $2,058 in 2011 from $1,300 in 2006 – an increase of 58.3 per cent.


Western Australia is the state or territory that demonstrates the highest proportionate increase in median household monthly mortgage repayments, increasing by 60.8 per cent to $1,950 in 2011 from $1,213 in 2006.


Darwin is the capital city that shows the biggest increase in median household monthly mortgage repayments, increasing to $2,167 in 2011 from $1,389 in 2006, an increase of 56 per cent.
