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Key Points


The population of Australia has increased from 19,855,287 in 2006 to 21,507,719 in 2011, an increase of 1,652,432 people or 8.3 per cent. 


Mandarin is now the second most common language spoken at home other than English.


The proportion of people who reported no religious affiliation has increased from 18.7 per cent in 2006 to 22.3 per cent in 2011. 


Median household weekly rent has increased from $191 in 2006 to $285 in 2011, an increase of $94 per week.


Median household monthly mortgage repayments have increased from $1,300 in 2006 to $1,800 in 2011, an increase of $500.
