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2011 Census data processing
Data Processing Centre
· The Census Data Processing Centre (DPC) employed 74 ongoing staff and 679 non-ongoing staff.
· The DPC processed a total of 100,000 live packs of up to 100 Census forms.

· There were 2,500 pallets of live Census materials stored securely at the DPC.
· The DPC basement is three storeys high, and has 3,500 square meters of storage space.
Form scanning
· The Australian Bureau of Statistics used eleven high-end scanners capable of scanning 130 pages or 260 images per minute to scan Census forms.
· Less than 0.5% of forms needed to be re-scanned due to readability issues.
· Scanners operated from 7:30am to 6:00pm five days per week from September to December 2011.

Data volume
· There were approximately 9 million dwellings and 22.8 million people’s worth of data to process.

· There was a total of approximately 9 million forms or 46 million pages to scan.

· Approximately 93 million form images were captured.
· The DPC received and processed data from 27,000 Census Collector workloads including 500 from Indigenous remote communities.
Security
· Tight security controls at the DPC tracked every Census form to its exact location throughout every stage of processing.

· All Census forms are destroyed after processing.

· All scanned form images are deleted after processing.
